Per November 2006 TLRC By - Laws, Article I, 

Section 6  

A.  SUPERINTENDENT (President)  

1.  Presides at all Business meetings and at all 

Board Meetings.  

2.  Appoints all Committees and Administrators 

and is a Member ex -officio of all committees he/

she appoints. 

3.  Oversees the general conduct and planning of 

Club Activities  

B.  DISPATCHER (Vice President)  

1.  Presides at any function in the absence of 

the Superintendent . 

2.  Will be installed as Superintendent if that 

office is vacated.  

C.  PAYMASTER (Treasurer)  

1.  Has custody, and keeps a written account of, 

Club finances. 

2.  All monies belonging to the Club are conveyed 

through the Paymaster . 

3.  Presents to the Board of Directors and/or 

membership a statement of such funds as may be 

required.  

4.  Participates in the annual Audit as required.  

 D.  STATIONMASTER (Secretary)  

1.  Keeps accurate minutes of all Club and Board 

Meetings and works with the Newsletter Editor / 

Publisher for publication of minutes, meetings, 

activities and changes, assuring the written dis-

tribution of tabled motions to all members prior 

to meeting in which voting will take place.  

2.  Manages Club correspondence. 

3.  Interprets the By- Laws for the Club.  

E.  INSPECTOR (Member -at -Large)  

1.  Represents the Membership directly, one 

Inspector for every 30 Members.  

2.  Assumes a vacated office  Of the Board in the 

event of a resignation or removal.
