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An Interview with HO Coordinator Mike Bruno 
 

Hopefully weõll have a series of interviews with the coordinators to let the club know whatõs hap-

pening with the groups.  The first interview is with HO Coordinator Mike Bruno. 
 

What is the stated purpose or mission of the HO group? 

Bruno ð The mission really hasnõt changed; its go display to the 

public and enjoy for ourselves and run trains and have fun.  Thatõs 

one of the things that we are doing with the new yard is to have 

more efficient fun since the old one is falling apart and is crappy 

and needs a replacement. 
 

As a result of the working sessions, do you feel thatõs bringing 

the group closer together? 

I think so, because we are all working on something as a group 

which is the first time we have done that since I have been a part 

of the club aside from the group set ups and group tear downs.  

Now there is a group construction project that everybody has a 

little bit of a stake in and gives us something to be proud of. 
 

You mentioned a stake in the project, is there a financial stake 

as well? 

There is a financial stake, cause ever body has kicked in a little bit 

in addition to the club funds that we have received and it is an ex-

pensive project.  Since the club wonõt cover all of it, then every-

body has banned together to make sure the job gets done. 
 

Is the project ahead of schedule and on budget? 

We are about on schedule and the budget is going to be whatever 

the budget comes out to be. 
 

What is the end goal, to meet the August show? 

The goal for the August show is to get all of the yard tracks op-

erational so that it is ready to run, it wonõt be scenicked, scenery 

and ballast will have to come later  But it will be running with tem-

porary yard panels and other temporary things.  It will be func-

tional. 
 

What features will it have, as an advantage over the old sys-

tem? 

The huge advantage is that the track is going to be a whole lot 

better. Not that the track on the first one started out poorly, but 

it was very old and with all of the moving around and all of the 

wear, things get damaged.  This is starting out new and fresh and 

probably put down a little better any way since there are better 

materials being used instead of that wavy celotex that we used 

before.  A huge advantage is that the crossovers from the 

mainlines are outside both yard ladders so there wonõt be any 

backing into one end as we did before.  Thatõs going to be huge.  

Infrastructure wise, itõs a whole new leg system and in 

Single legs, so thereõs only half as many legs to deal with and no 

legs to put on because they are hinged to the modules. Much 

faster setup time, since we already did this at the previous show 

and demonstrated that the set up time is much faster, then we 

have already seen that benefit.
