The picture at left is what the ticket
machine looks like at the Metrolink
station. Here are the instructions:

When approaching the ticket dispenser,
note the display has a series on buttons
on the LEFT with an L followed by a
number and on the RIGHT with an R
followed by a number. See picture at
left.

From the initial screen, select L3 0 Special Ticket Options

From the next screen, select L4 & Friends and Family 4 Pack

From the next screen, select R2 & Saturday 4 Pack

From the next screen, select R2 & Quantity (Note the default is 0, punching R2 makes it turn to one,
BUT there is a slight delay in the number registering so give it a second or two before you punch the
R2 again or you could make the number go to two instead of one)

From the SAME screen, select R5- & Buy (Be sure the quantity is what you want, the price will be
calculated based upon that quantity
number, 1 Family Pack costs $29)

From the next screen, make the desired
selection for the type of payment you are
making. Note that if you pay cash, it would
